The 

day will begin with the parent or guardian meeting 

with a counselor to discuss their childôs grief as 

well as any concerns they may have about the 

child.  Children will have the opportunity to chat 

with counselors throughout the day.  We will have 

a staff nurse on duty throughout the day as well.  

The camp activities will conclude with parents 

coming together with the children to participate in 

a memorial service at the end of the day.  Pre-

registration is required.
